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		November Is National Adopt A Senior Pet Month
Celebrate National Adopt A Senior Pet Month in November by finding your new best friend in an old soul. Senior pets are the hidden gems of the pet world. Often overlooked due to their age, senior pets boast some highly desirable qualities:
· Most seniors are already house trained!
· Mature pets tend to be calmer and more settled than their younger counterparts.
· They've had time to develop personalities, so you'll have a better sense of what the pet's disposition, preferences, and habits will be like for the long run.
· They're ready to be your instant companion because they don't require the monitoring and training that the young ones need.
· And the best reason of all: You'll receive their unconditional love and gratitude!     
The next time you adopt, please consider adding a senior pet to your family. We offer year-round discounted rates for senior pets (8 years old and over). Our adoption fee for senior dogs is $275 (the regular fee is $325) and $125 for cats (regularly $175). These wise, older ladies and gentlemen need a home and family to share the abundance of love they have. While there may be some gray in their fur, there's nothing but love in their hearts! 
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		Halloween Pet Safety Tips
Halloween may be a treat for you, but it can be a tricky time for your pet. Here are some tips to make it safer for your furry friend:
Keep candy out of their reach. All chocolate, especially dark or baking chocolate, can be dangerous for cats and dogs, and sugar-free candy containing xylitol can cause serious problems in pets. If you suspect your pet has ingested something toxic, please call your veterinarian immediately.
Beware of decorations that may pose a threat. Lit candles inside carved pumpkins are fire hazards, as well as toxic to birds if scented. Other potentially dangerous decorations include rubber eyeballs (choking risk), glow sticks and fake blood (possible poisons), fake cobwebs (can choke or entangle pets and wildlife), potpourri (toxic to birds) and string lights. 
Be mindful about pet costumes. For some pets, wearing a costume may cause stress. If you do dress up your pet for Halloween, make sure the costume does not limit his or her movement, sight, or ability to breathe, bark or meow. 
Ensure your pet's ID and collar information is up to date. Since there is a greater risk of your pet escaping when doors are opening or closing, make sure they are wearing collars with current contact information so they can quickly be returned home if they do manage to escape.
